KEY LEARNING

Epping Forest is a 2,400-hectare (5,900-acre) ar-
ea of ancient woodland.

It is located in Greater London, in the borough
of Waltham Forest and the county of Essex. We
live in the London boroughs of Camden and Is-
lington.

It contains areas of woodland, grassland, heath,
streams, bogs and ponds,

Since early Anglo-Saxon times the woodland and
heath areas of Epping Forest have been used by
local people.

It has been used for harvesting wood and for
grazing of animals. There are longhorn cattle
who graze ( feed) in the forest each summer.
They help to increase the biodiversity of the for-
est.

The trees have been pollarded in Epping Forest
for hundreds of years. This was done to strop the
cattle and deer eating the new growing branch-
es.

Many native British trees grown in the forest,
such as beech, elm, oak and ask

Epping Forest is visited by an estimated 4.2 mil-
lion people each year.
